(v8-9) And the Lorp God planted a garden eastward in Eden; and there He put
the man whom He had formed. And out of the ground made the Lorp God to
grow every tree that is pleasant to the sight, and good for food; the tree of life
also in the midst of the garden, and the tree of knowledge of good and evil.

(3:6) And when the woman saw that the tree was GOOD FOR FOOD, and that it
was PLEASANT TO THE EYES, and a tree to be desired TO MAKE ONE WISE, she
took of the fruit thereof, and did eat, and gave also unto her husband with her;
