1.(v1-2) It came to pass, when men began to multiply on the face of the earth,
and daughters were born unto them. That the sons of God saw the daughters of
men that they were fair; and they took them wives of all which they chose.

2.1%" Interpretation: In Genesis 4-5 there are 2 lines of descent from Adam: one through Cain
and the other through Seth. In this interpretation, Seth’s godly descendants were intoxicated by
the beauty of women descended from Cain, thus marrying those who had rejected God and
leading to greater wickedness.

3.2" Interpretation: The “sons of God” are fallen angels (demons). “For if God spared not the
angels that sinned, but cast them down to hell, and delivered them into chains of darkness, to
be reserved unto judgment; And spared not the old world, but saved Noah the eighth person, a
preacher of righteousness, bringing in the flood upon the world of the ungodly” 2 Pt 2:4-5

4.(v3) And the Loro said, My SPIRIT shall not always strive with man, for that he
also is flesh: yet his days shall be 120 years.

5.120-A time of Preparation: Possibly 120 years to the flood, Moses died at the age of 120,
there were 120 people praying before Pentecost

6.(v4) There were giants in the earth in those days; and also after that, when the
sons of God came in unto the daughters of men, and they bare children to them,
the same became mighty men which were of old, men of renown.

7. “We saw the Nephilim there (the descendants of Anak). We seemed like grasshoppers in our
own eyes, and we looked the same to them.” Numbers 13:33

8. (v5) And God SAW that the WICKEDNESS of man was great in the earth, and
that every imagination of the thoughts of his heart was only EVIL continually.

9. “And God SAW everything that he had made, and, behold, it was very good. And the evening
and the morning were the sixth day.” Genesis 1:31

10. (v6-7) And it repented the Loro that He had made man on the earth, and it
grieved him at His heart. And the Lorp said, | will destroy man whom | have
created from the face of the earth; both man, and beast, and the creeping thing,
and the fowls of the air; for it repenteth me that | have made them.

11. The Lord is omniscience and He knows All Things-He knew that Humanity would fall- These
verses use human emotions to describe the feelings and reactions of our Heavenly Father

12. (v8) But Noah found GRACE in the eyes of the Lord.

13. “A voice from heaven-This is My beloved Son, in whom | am well pleased.” Matthew 3:17
14. (v9-10) These are the generations of Noah: Noah was a JUST man and perfect
in his generations, and Noah WALKED with God.

15. “By faith Noah, being warned of God of things not seen as yet, moved with fear, prepared

an ark to the saving of his house; by the which he condemned the world, and became heir of
the righteousness which is by faith. Hebrews 11:7
